5. Convert a density of 9.45 g/L to its equivalent in g/mL.

6. The density of mercury metal is 13.6 g/mL. What is the mass of 45 mL of the metal ?

7. The density of lead is 11.3 g/mL. What is the mass of 45 mL of the metal ?

8. The density of salt (sodium chloride) is 2.16 g/mL.  What is the mass of 100.0 mL of this solid ?

9. A piece of gold has a mass 965 g and takes up a volume of 50 cm3.  What is the density of gold ?
10. Mercury has a mass of 204 g and takes of a volume of 15 cm3.  What is the density of Mercury ?

11. Chlorine has a density of 2.95 g/L.  A sample of Chlorine has a mass of 14.75 g.  What is the volume of this sample in L ?
